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“Kartli XXI” was founded as “Shida Kartli” in 1996. Kartli XXI
is a non-governmental (NGO) information and education
center. Our mission is to develop civil society and improve
local self-government. By using information and informa-
tion technology, we inform citizens and government while
promoting a healthy and vibrant civil society in our region.

Kartli XXI has a staff of 5 and is governed by an indeped-
ant board of directors. Our office is equipped with modern
office equipment (computers, fax, scanner, and internet) as
well as a computer classroom for training students. Kartli
XXl is supported by training and membership fees, dona-

tions, and charity funds.
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Kartli XXI has been serving the Shida Kartli community for over 11 years.
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The Education-Information Center is a non-governmental or-
ganization which seeks to promote the development of civil
society in Georgia by raising the awareness of the population,
stimulating the active involvement of citizens in decision mak-
ing processes, advocating the interests of various civic groups,
supporting civic initiatives, and conducting applicable practical
research. The center endeavors to support groups and indi-
viduals that promote social, political and economic reforms,
and contribute to the development of efficient institutions for
the protection of human rights.

Kartli XXI is supported by training and membership fees, dona-
tions and charity funds.

Kartli XXI’s main goals are:

* Support political and democratic processes

¢ Involve citizens in state life and civil education

e Improve the system of social supervision over government
activities

e Create institutions of civil society in Georgia

e Support and recommend democratic legislation.

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It gives me great pleasure to introduce Information-Education Center Kartli XXI’s Annual Report
for 2007.

In 2007 our organization successfully completed Business and Administration Training proj-
ect, funded by the US Embassy. Sixty-four students participated in the project but though the
community’s great demand this project continued with self-sustainability. By the end of 2007
we had an additional 24 program graduates.

A second project implemented was funded by the European Commission to Georgia. During
the project duration 12 volumes of the democracy journal “Be an Active Citizen” were pub-
lished and spread throughout the Khashuri district. EU Commission representatives evaluated
the project highly successful and we hope to implement similar projects in the future.

In 2007 American Peace Corps Volunteer Dulani Woods finished his service in the organization and now Amy Southworth
(volunteer from the new group) is working in the organization. Amy deepened organization’s experience and made it multi-
directional. She gave impulse to the organization for building new relationships with local and international organizations.

Organization’s activities have been strengthened with local and regional governments in the context of building democratic
principles in life.

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Program: Computer Training

During 2007, Kartli XXI continued to teach community mem-
bers on basic operation, Microsoft Office programs and inter-
net. 117 trainees participated in this project and they were of-
fered office programs for practical use. Each student took one
hour class daily, and the course lasted 45 days. To graduate
and receive their certificates, trainees were required to pass a
test. Kartli XXl authored and published special guides for train-
ees according to computer programs. In addition 19 students
participated in a month long internet only training.

Since 1999, Kartli XXI has been successfully teaching comput-
er courses to the community and successful graduates have
found better employment as computer operators and clerks.
With every new group comes a review of the teaching meth-
odology and addition of new technology to the curriculum.
Through the years the program has improved and become
more academic, added additional programs and a literature
guide was published. New groups start monthly at the center.

Business and Administration School

In August 2006, by assistance and partial financing of Ameri-
can Embassy our organization “Kartli XX|” started a new proj-
ect called “Business and Administration School”, which es-
tablished a center for the individuals who required necessary
business and administration skills. Based on experiences and
knowledge gained in our school, they would study appropriate
subjects and assist authorities in specific business. The proj-
ect financing finished in August 2007 but the organization has
had six training groups since that date each completing a three
month course for two hours every day. The target population
was community members over the age of 20 but students have
ranged from 17 to 50 showing the demand for such services in
Khashuri. Since the project foundation, there are 72 graduates

During 2007 English classes are taught to multi level groups of
citizens from the area.

The American consultant, as a native English speaker,
was the main instructor and the NGO staff member provided
instruction and explanations in Georgian. The group consisted
of beginning and intermediate students, creating challenges
on how to direct the teaching material.

Course material was developed from the Cambridge TEFL
books. Teaching method used during the course was commu-
nicative to benefit actual real life English use. Certificates were
issued to all successful graduates of the course. Classes are
continuously starting throughout the year.
